109.1. CLASSROOM LIBRARIES

The Board believes that classroom libraries compliment school libraries and provide
readily available, appropriate age and instructional level reading materials for
instruction. Classroom libraries are an extension of school libraries. All Board
policies and procedures that apply to library materials shall also apply to classroom
libraries.

Classroom libraries have three (3) inter-related functions:

1. Classroom libraries are designed to support literacy instruction and curricular
extensions by providing a collection of materials related to the specific, grade
level daily curriculum.

2. Classroom libraries are a place for teachers to help students learn about books.
Students can experience a variety of genres; learn how to care for classroom
libraries, and practice strategies for selecting materials in a smaller and more
controlled environment.

3. Classroom libraries are a resource and a place to promote daily, independent
reading. Students are surrounded by books and other materials to encourage
lifelong habits of reading.

It is the responsibility of administrators, teachers, and librarians to ensure that all

materials in classroom libraries are appropriate for the specific curricular goals of
the classroom and that all students have access to classroom library facilities and

materials.

The Superintendent or designee shall establish administrative regulations for
reviewing, evaluating and selecting materials for classroom libraries.
