 grade the policies are reviewed in gym class in detail and as needed in quarterly class meetings.  Every teacher at MMS has a bully referral form in clear view for any student to take at any time.  Every student is also told that if they are uncomfortable with filling out a form they can talk to a guidance counselor or a teacher that they trust about the problem.  Our SAP program and guidance department offers groups to help those students who have been bullied or those students who are doing the bullying
