● You‌ ‌must‌ ‌select‌ ‌a‌ ‌monologue‌ ‌to‌ ‌perform.‌ ‌Google‌ ‌search‌ ‌monologues,‌ ‌and‌ ‌go‌ ‌with‌‌ 

something‌ ‌relatively‌ ‌short.‌ ‌Monologues‌ ‌shouldn’t‌ ‌be‌ ‌much‌ ‌longer‌ ‌than‌ ‌3‌ ‌minutes.‌ ‌

● When‌ ‌preparing‌ ‌your‌ ‌monologue,‌ ‌remember‌ ‌to‌ ‌practice‌ ‌speaking‌ ‌LOUD‌ ‌AND‌ ‌CLEAR!‌‌ 
The‌ ‌more‌ ‌confident‌ ‌you‌ ‌are,‌ ‌the‌ ‌better‌ ‌impressions‌ ‌you‌ ‌will‌ ‌have.‌ ‌ 

● Monologues‌ ‌do‌ ‌not‌ ‌need‌ ‌to‌ ‌be‌ ‌memorized,‌ ‌but‌ ‌you‌ ‌will‌ ‌receive‌ ‌some‌ ‌“bonus‌ ‌points”‌ ‌if‌‌ 
you‌ ‌do‌ ‌perform‌ ‌it‌ ‌memorized.‌‌ ‌
